St. Luke Reading Room 
Two of the featured titles this month have been the sources of recently 
conducted book studies in our church. If you were unable to participate in the 
studies but would like to read the books on your own, they are now available in 
the St. Luke Reading Room collection. Pastor Neil led the study of the book by 
Charles Colson and Harold Fickett. The Faith: What Christians Believe, Why 
They Believe it and Why It Matters (230 Col.) The authors of this book urge the 
reader to understand that “Christians must see that the faith is more than a 
religion or even a relationship with Jesus; the faith is a complete view of the 
world and humankind’s place in it. Christianity is a worldview that speaks to 
every area of life, and its foundational doctrines define its content.” Tracy 
Bullinger was the leader for the informal book discussion of the New York Times 
bestseller, Heaven is for Real: A Little Boy’s Astounding Story of His Trip to 
Heaven and Back (133.901 Bur). This is the story of Colton Burpo’s medical 
emergency that had unique consequences. After his recovery, Colton, who was 
not yet four-years-old at the time, talked of visiting heaven and relayed stories 
told to him by people he met there. 
 
If you are in the mood for a lighter read this summer, you might want to try one of 
the Potluck Club books (F Shepherd) located in the fiction Section of the St. 
Luke Reading Room. These books contain stories of a group of six women who 
gather each month to share their appetite for good friends, great food and a 
pinch of prayer. 
 
The St. Luke Reading Room is still located in the Contemporary Living Sunday 
School classroom, so feel free to browse the shelves and borrow books any time 

the church is open.
