gifts. Please start saving your shoe boxes! We will be
collecting filled shoe boxes in early November.

How to Pack a Shoebox

1. SHOE BOX. Use an empty shoe box (standard size, please) or a small plastic container.
You can wrap the box (lid separately), but wrapping is not required. Most
importantly, pray for the child who will receive your gift.

2. BOY OR GIRL? Determine whether your gift will be for a boy or a girl, and the child’s
age category: 2-4, 5-9, or 10-14. Mark the correct age category on the label, and tape
the label to the top of your box.

3. FILL WITH GIFTS. Fill the box with a variety of gifts that will bring delight to a child.
Use the gift ideas provided on the bottom of this column.

4. INCLUDE YOUR DONATION. Please donate $7 or more for each shoe box you prepare
to help cover shipping and other project costs. You can give online by using the
EZGIVE option, or you can write a check to Samaritan’s Purse (note “OCC” on memo
line) and place it in an envelope on top of the gift items inside your box. If you or
your family are preparing more than one shoe box, please make one combined
donation.

5. DROP OFF. Place a rubber band around each closed shoe box and drop off at the
church during our collection week in early-November—specific instructions will be in
the bulletin and next month’s newsletter.

GIFT IDEAS

TOYS

small cars, balls, dolls, stuffed animals, kazoos, harmonicas, yo-yos, jump ropes,
small Etch A Sketch®, toys that light up or make noise (with extra batteries), Slinky®,
etc.

SCHOOL SUPPLIES
pens, pencils and sharpener, crayons or markers, stamps and ink pad sets, writing
pads or paper, solar calculators, coloring and picture books, etc.

HYGIENE ITEMS
toothbrush, toothpaste, mild bar soap (in a plastic bag), comb, washcloth, etc.

OTHER

A PERSONAL NOTE
In a separate envelope, you may enclose a note to the child and a photo of yourself
or your family. (If you include your name and address, the child may write back.)

DO NOT INCLUDE:

Used or damaged items; war-related items such as toy guns, knives or military
figures; chocolate or food; out-of-date candy; liquids or lotions; medications or
vitamins; breakable items such as snowglobes or glass containers; aerosol cans.

St. Luke Reading Room

The St. Luke Reading Room is still located in
the Contemporary Living Sunday School
classroom and is open for use any time the
church is open. The titles are separated
into an adult section and a children’s
collection. Both sections include non-
fiction, biographies, and fiction which may be borrowed at any time even
though there is no formal “check-out” procedure. Readers may browse the
shelves or search the card catalog for specific titles, subjects, or authors in
the collection.

One of the featured titles this month is the autobiographical book, Through
My Eyes (B Tebow), by Tim Tebow. The quarterback for the University of
Florida who won the NCAA National Football Championship twice, Tim was
the first-ever sophomore to win the Heisman Trophy. In 2010, he was
drafted in the first round of the NFL draft by the Denver Broncos. “Now, in
Through My Eyes , Tebow brings readers everywhere an inspirational
memoir about life as he chose to live it, revealing how his faith and family
values, combined with his relentless will to succeed, have molded him into
the person that he is today.”

The other featured title is a classic by C. S. Lewis, Mere Christianity (230
Lew), which was adapted from a series of BBC radio talks made during the
years of World War |l that addressed the central issues of Christianity. “As
Mr. Lewis clearly demonstrates, Christianity is not a religion of flitting
angels and blind faith, but of free will, an innate sense of justice and the
grace of God.”
